Last week the ERO Team visited us. They were welcomed with a
whakatoki. Matua Mohi Waihi from Orongomai Marae spoke for us
and our Senior Kapa Haka Group welcomed them to Silverstream
School. The ERO Team commented a number of times on the
genuineness of their welcome and how impressed they were with
our children, their singing and conduct.

Their central review question was ‘how well are students at
Silverstream School learning; engaging, progressing and achieving?’
This is our vision too — learners motivated to achieve and succeed.
As they observed in classes, met with teachers, spoke with our
children and worked with the Leadership Team this was what they
wanted to see and hear.
